
I, adventurer and privateer born in 1597 at Dieppe, France I died in 1654 near London, England. 
This was in 1628 when Champlain was struggling to build a colony at the tiny fur-trading settlement of Quebec. 

I set off with three ships, accompanied by my brothers, James, John, Lewis, and Thomas. Having captured the French post at Tadoussac, we demanded that Champlain surrender Quebec. When Champlain refused, we turned back to England. On my way home we looted the French fleet that was bringing Quebec its year's supplies in 1628. The following year, having again seized the French supply fleet, we were able to force Champlain to surrender. Quebec remained in English hands until 1632. 

They rewarded me by making me a knight (1633). In 1637 I was appointed first governor of Newfoundland. I brought about 100 colonists to the island, but came into conflict with the British fishing merchants, who did not want Newfoundland to be settled. After Charles I's death, I was recalled to England (1651). His enemies brought law suits against me , and I died in prison.
